· By Car:  Take the NJ Turnpike to exit 14B.  Follow the sign into the park. 
· Parking is available for a fee

· The boat from New Jersey takes 15 minutes to arrive at Ellis Island 

Go directly to the security area, tell the U.S. Park Ranger or Interpreter that you are attending the FEB Program they will expedite your trip. Please do not stand on line
