On June 26, 2008, the New York Federal Executive Board Disability Awareness Committee sponsored a career fair for individuals with disabilities.
Representatives from seventeen Federal Agencies met with approximately 200 job seekers to share information about present and future job openings and recruitment.

The New York State Vocational Rehabilitation Agency (VESID) and Abilities Inc. reached out to the community to recruit skilled trained consumers with various levels of college and customer service backgrounds to fit the needs of the employers.
Workshops were presented on how to navigate the USA Jobs website and on how to fill out a Federal Resume. In addition, consumers were able to participate in mock interviews and to have their resumes critiqued by Human Resources professionals. 

The feedback from both the employers and job seekers was overwhelmingly positive. There was a sense that a lot of important information was shared and some felt that this was the best career fair they ever attended.   Everyone involved found the career fair to be an empowering experience!!
The NY FEB Disability Committee is considering conducting additional career fairs in the future.
