Announcement of Federal Employee Education and Assistance Fund (FEEA) Scholarships Awardees

The Federal Executive Board is pleased to announce that there were nine recipients of FEEA scholarships; each will be awarded a $1,000 scholarship.  There were over one hundred worthwhile candidates and I sincerely thank and applaud the selection committee for their diligent efforts.  

The selection committee who worked tirelessly on this effort was comprised of Charles Overby of the Social Security Administration who is Chairman of the committee; Carlton Lewis from the Department of Housing and Urban Development; Tammy Turner of the Internal Revenue Service, Gillian Gutierrez of the Dept. of Labor, Diane Plummer of the U.S. Courts, Ruth White of Empire Blue Cross Blue Shield and myself. 

The applications were divided into four groups: high school students entering college, undergraduate, graduate and employees and their spouses.  This was to ensure that an applicant was competing against their peers. 
Then the applications were evaluated in four areas: academics (40 pts), essay (30 pts), recommendation (10 pts) and community service (20 pts) for a maximum 100 points.

There were five scholarships awarded to college freshmen, a scholarship was awarded to an undergraduate, a graduate student and two scholarships were awarded to employees.
There were three recipients from the Federal Bureau of Investigation and a recipient each from the Veterans Administration, U.S. Postal Service, U.S. Courts, Internal Revenue Service, U.S. Coast Guard and Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
The FEEA Scholarship fund is supported through donations received from the Combined Federal Campaign (CFC).  The money raised in our local campaign is collected and military, federal and postal employees and their dependents apply for the available funds.
