Dear Federal Executive Board Members and Employees,

 

The Federal Department of Education's Impact Aid law provides federal money to public school districts based on the number of students whose parent/guardian work and or live on federal property.  Last year, New York City Department of Education (NYC DOE) received $6M under the Impact Aid law.

 

For every federal employee or contractor who worked on federal property as of 10/31/11  and whose child attends a New York City public school and returns the attached survey form, the NYC DOE will receive an additional $57.00.  If the parent/guardian both lives and works on federal property, which would apply primarily to military personnel, the NYC DOE will receive an additional $553.00
 

Unfortunately, employees who work in a postal facility or in a leased building are not eligible for the program.
