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Area Employees Donate More than One Ton of Food 

Effort Part of National Campaign to Aid Hungry

Hundreds of New York area employees of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), who work in the Eastern Region headquarters building in Jamaica, so far have contributed over 2,000 pounds of non-perishable food to the Feds Feed Families national campaign, which started on June 22. 

Initiated in the spirit of President Obama's campaign for meaningful community service, the national food collection’s goal is to provide as much food as possible for the hungry during the summer months. Food banks across the country are facing severe shortages of non-perishable items, and the Feds Feeds Families is an effort to help replenish supplies for the food banks.
Locally, the food donated by FAA employees has been given to Manhattan-based City Harvest, the world's first food rescue organization. 
“The food contributed by our employees will certainly help City Harvest in its efforts to provide food for the community programs that help feed hungry New Yorkers,” said Carmine Gallo, the Regional Administrator of FAA’s Eastern Region. “And hopefully, we will be able to contribute more food before this campaign ends.” 
City Harvest is dedicated to feeding the city's hungry men, women, and children. This year, City Harvest will collect 26 million pounds of excess food from all segments of the food industry, including restaurants, grocers, corporate cafeterias, manufacturers, and farms.
